CoNoOARWNE

At the time of the Planning and Zoning Commission meeting, plats listed in items 1 thru 10 above,
as submitted for consideration, generally met the requirements set forth in the City’s Subdivision
Ordinance No. 04-913 and/or 013-1091, which is in alignment with Chapter 21, Texas Local
Government Code. Plat comments noted in the City Engineer’s report are provided in support of
the rules and regulations governing plats and subdivisions of land within the City’s territorial limits
and the extra territorial jurisdiction to promote safe, orderly, and healthful development of the City.
All utility letters were submitted and reviewed by the City Engineer.
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The Preliminary Plats submitted for consideration were reviewed by the City Engineer. Comments were sent
to the applicants. The applicants were asked to address the comments noted in the Engineer’s review. All
comments were addressed prior to final plat review and approval.

The Final Plats submitted for consideration were reviewed by the City Engineer. Comments were sent to the
applicants and were addressed prior to the September 7% Planning and Zoning Commission meeting.

Item 11, Polo Ranch Section 3 (2" Review), received a review by the City Engineer. The comments were sent
to the applicant and asked the applicant to address prior to the September 7™ Planning and Zoning Commission.
The applicant did not fully address the following items:

1. Including the word Cemetery within the Reserve A on the Plat — not only in the Reserve Table

2. Including a note on the plat pertaining to the ownership and maintenance of the Cemetery

3. Abandonment of the Crutcher/Taylor Easement (Roads within the platted lot areas)
Staff recommended, and Planning and Zoning provided a negative recommendation for approval.

Since the Planning and Zoning Commission meeting and the Chairman’s summary report for City Council
regarding this item, the applicant has addressed all items to the satisfaction of the City Engineer and City
staff.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

In FY 2018, the CIP Budget, as adopted by City Council in September of 2017, provides for a Pavement
Maintenance Program budget of $250,000 which includes Curb and Gutter Repair estimated at $30,000.

The City, thru an Interlocal Agreement with Fort Bend County (County), is able to purchase goods and
services that have been completely bid. The County’s bid, 14-013, Term Contract for Hydro-Insensitive
Polyurethane Foam Materials and Labor, was awarded in September of 2013 with yearly renewals each
year until September 30, 2018. The County awarded the contract to Uretek USA as the lowest responsible
bidder.

The vendor’s services are typically used to raise and/or level curb and gutter areas that tend to hold water
(or better known to us as “birdbaths”), sinking or unlevel sidewalk panels, sinking or unlevel pavement
panels, and other related issues. The City has areas within Cross Creek Ranch and Fulbrook on Fulshear
Creek that have birdbaths and some isolated areas with some unlevel sidewalks.
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Staff issued work orders to address the areas of concern with an estimated cost of about $20,000. As the
project progressed, the extent of the concerns grew, which required additional material and services. The
total project cost is now at $30,000, which exceeds the $25,000 limit for staff approval.

Therefore, staff is seeking approval to authorize the expenditures for the project at $30,000.
RECOMMENDATION
Staff recommends City Council authorize the purchases for the pavement raising services thru the Fort Bend County

INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT
BETWEEN FORT BEND COUNTY AND CITY OF FULSHEAR

This Agreement is made and entered into pursuant to the Interlocal Cooperation Act, Chapter 791 of the
TEXAS GOVERNMENT CODE by and between FORT BEND COUNTY, TEXAS, a body corporate and
palitic under the laws of the State of Texas, acting by and through its Commissioners Court and the CITY
OF FULSHEAR, a municipal corporation of the State of Texas, acting herein by and through their City
Council.

WIHEREAS, CITY OF FULSHEAR desires FORT BEND COUNTY’S assistance in purchasing certain
governmental administrative functions, goods or services; and,

WIHEREAS, the governing bodies of CITY OF FULSHEAR and FORT BEND COUNTY have duly
authorized this agreement; and

WHERAS, the parties find that this Agreement serves a public purpose.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing and further consideration of the mutual promises,
covenants and conditions herein, CITY OF FULSHEAR and FORT BEND COUNTY hereby agree as

follows:

ARTICLE L.
PURCHASE OF CERTAIN MATERIALS AND SERVICES

1.01 CITY OF FULSHEAR appoints FORT BEND COUNTY its true and lawful purchasing agent for
the purchase of certain materials and services through FORT BEND COUNTY'S purchasing
program, as enumerated through the submission to FORT BEND COUNTY'S purchasing agent
through a duly executed purchase order, order form or resolution. This Agreement shall apply
only to those materials and services which FORT BEND COUNTY desires to purchase for its own
needs and for which CITY OF FULSHEAR desires to purchase the same or similar materials and
services under the same terms and conditions as would apply to FORT BEND COUNTY’S own
purchases, and provided that the contracted vendor agrees to purchases in CITY OF FULSHEAR
under the contract between the vendor and FORT BEND COUNTY. All materials and services
purchased under the vendor and conditions hereunder shall be in accordance with specifications
established by FORT BEND COUNTY.

1.02  The materials and services shall be procured in accordance with Texas State Law and procedures
established by FORT BEND COUNTY and the costs for materials and services purchased by
CITY OF FULSHEAR pursuant to this Agreement shall be the prices as reflected by contract
executed by FORT BEND.

ARTICLE 1L
TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF PURCHASE

2.01 In addition to the other terms and conditions contained in this Agreement, the amounts and kinds
of goods and services will be purchased in accordance with the terms and conditions and in the
quantities set forth in the contract used by FORT BEND COUNTY, FORT BEND COUNTY shatl
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be responsible for and shall incur all cost for the preparation of specifications, public
advertisement and such other administrative duties as may be necessary to facilitate the materials
and services hereunder. FORT BEND COUNTY shall also be responsible for receiving, opening
and awarding contracts. Upon request, specifications, tabulations and all other documents relating
thereto that pertain to the procurement of items in accordance with the terms of this Agreement
shall be made available to CITY OF FULSHEAR at all reasonable times for inspection.

2.02 FORT BEND COUNTY agrees that it shall award contracts, for items which it had previously
designated for purchase, in accordance with applicable Texas State Law.

2.03  Nothing herein shall obligate CITY OF FULSHEAR to purchase any materials or services from
FORT BEND COUNTY nor shall FORT BEND COUNTY be obligated to include CITY OF
FULSHEAR in any procurement effort.

2.04 CITY OF FULSHEAR shall not be obligated to compensate FORT BEND COUNTY for any of
the costs or expenses of its procurement procedure.

ARTICLE IIL
RESPONSIBILITY

FORT BEND COUNTY and CITY OF FULSHEAR agree that the ordering of supplies, services and
materials purchased pursnant to this Agreement shall be their individual responsibility and that any
dispute arising between contracted vendor and CITY OF FULSHEAR shall be handled between CITY OF
FULSHEAR and the contracted vendor. Contracted vendors shall bill CITY OF FULSHEAR directly for
the materials or services ordered by it.

ARTICLEIV.
LIABILITY

Both parties shall be responsible to the contracted vendor only for supplies, services or materials ordered
by and received by it, and shall not by the execution of this Agreement assume any liability or waiver any
rights under the applicable contract or as provided by law.

ARTICLE V.
PRICE AND PAYMENT OF GOODS AND SERVICES

5.01 The goods and services will be purchased for the price stated in the contract received and awarded
by FORT BEND COUNTY to vendor. CITY OF FULSHEAR agrees to pay vendor directly for
all goods and services delivered, requested or picked up by CITY OF FULSHEAR in accordance
with the price specified in FORT BEND COUNTY’S contract with the vendor. CITY OF
FULSHEAR agrees to pay in accordance with Chapter 2251, TExas GOVERNMENT CODE.

5.02  Ownership (title) of material purchased by CITY OF FULSHEAR shall transfer directly from the
contracted vendor to CITY OF FULSHEAR.

5.03  All payments for purchases of goods and services by CITY OF FULSHEAR shall be made from
revenue then currently available to it.

ARTICLE VI
APPLICABLE LAWS

CITY OF FULSHEAR and FORT BEND COUNTY agree to conduct all activities under this Agreement
in accordance with all applicable rules, regulations, ordinances and laws in effect or promulgated during

The obligations of CITY OF
FULSHEAR, to pay contracted vendor for all good and services purchased pursuant to this
Agreement, if any, prior to such notice shall survive such cancellations, as well as any other
obligation incurred under this applicable purchase contracts, until performed or discharged by
CITY OF FULSHEAR.

ARTICLE IX.
CHANGES AND AMENDMENTS

Any alterations, additions, or deletions to the terms of this Agreement which are required by changes in
federal and state law or regulations are automatically incorporated into this Agreement without written
amendment thereto, and shall become effective on the date designated by such law or regulation.

event, the time for the performance of such obligation or duty shall be suspended until disability to
perform is removed.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

State Law requires the City to establish by ordinance an active and continuing records management program.
The City desires to update its code to conform with the standards currently being promulgated by the Texas
State Library and Archives Commission. This ordinance will also update its code to conform with the current
Public Information Act regarding any and all public information requests.

RECOMMENDATION

Staff recommends the City Council approve Ordinance No. 2018-1282
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ORDINANCE NO. 2018-1282

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF FULSHEAR, TEXAS, REPEALING
AND REPLACING CHAPTER 2, ARTICLE VII OF THE CITY’S CODE,
REGARDING RECORDS MANAGEMENT AND PUBLIC INFORMATION;
PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; PROVIDING FOR REPEAL AND
PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

* * * * * * * * * * *

WHEREAS, Title 6, Subtitle C, Local Government Code (Local Government
Records Act) provides that a municipality must establish by ordinance an active and
continuing records management program to be administered by a Records Management
Officer; and

WHEREAS, in accordance with the Local Government Records Act, the City of
Fulshear, Texas (City) has adopted Ordinance No. 91-791, which is now codified as
Chapter 2, Article VII of the City’s Code; and

WHEREAS, the City desires to updated its code to conform with the standards
currently being promulgated by the Texas State Library and Archives Commission, and
to prescribe policies and procedures consistent with the Local Government Records Act
and in the interests of cost-effective and efficient recordkeeping; and

WHEREAS, the City desires to update its code to conform with the current Public
Information Act under Chapter 552 of the Texas Government Code; and

WHEREAS, the Texas Legislature passed H.B. 3107 amending the Public
Information Act to allow governmental entities to establish reasonable monthly and yearly
limits on the amount of time that personnel is required to spend on producing public
information for inspection or duplication by a requestor, or providing copies of public
information to a requestor, without recovering its costs attributable to that personnel time;
and

WHEREAS, harassing repetitive, and redundant public information requests
seeking a large amount of information can impose great financial and time burdens on
the City; and

WHEREAS, the City Council finds it to be in the public interest to adopt these
changes to Chapter 2, Article VIl of the Fulshear Code of Ordinances;

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY
OF FULSHEAR, TEXAS:
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Section 1. Chapter 2, Article VII, of the Fulshear Code is hereby repealed and
replaced by a new Chapter 2, Article VII to read as follows:

‘ARTICLE VII. - RECORDS MANAGEMENT
DIVISION 1. RECORDS RETENTION

Sec. 2-543. - DEFINITION OF MUNICIPAL RECORDS. All documents, papers, letters,
books, maps, photographs, sound or video recordings, microfilm, magnetic tape,
electronic media, or other information recording media, regardless of physical form or
characteristic and regardless of whether public access to them is open or restricted under
the laws of the state, created or received by the City or any of its officers or employees
pursuant to law or in the transaction of public business are hereby declared to be the
records of the City and shall be created, maintained, and disposed of in accordance with
the provisions of this Article or procedures authorized by it and in no other manner.

Sec. 2-544. - ADDITIONAL DEFINITIONS. (1) “Department head” means the officer who
by ordinance or administrative policy is in charge of an office of the City that creates or
receives records.

(2) “Essential record” means any record of the City necessary to the resumption
or continuation of its operations in an emergency or disaster, to the re-creation of its legal
and financial status, or to the protection and fulfillment of obligations to the people of the
state.

(3) “Permanent record” means any record of the City for which the retention period
on a records control schedule is given as permanent.

(4) “Records control schedule” means a document prepared by or under the
authority of the Records Management Officer listing the records maintained by the City,
their retention periods, and other records disposition information that the records
management program may require.

(5) “Records management” means the application of management techniques to
the creation, use, maintenance, retention, preservation, and disposal of records for the
purposes of reducing the costs and improving the efficiency of recordkeeping. The term
includes the development of records control schedules, the management of filing and
information retrieval systems, the protection of essential and permanent records, the
economical and space-effective storage of inactive records, control over the creation and
distribution of forms, reports, and correspondence, and the management of micrographics
and electronic and other records storage systems.

(6) “Records management officer” means the person designated in Section 2-547
of this Article.
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(7) “Records management plan” means the plan developed under Section 2-548
of this Article.

(8) “Retention period” means the minimum time that must pass after the creation,
recording, or receipt of a record, or the fulfilment of certain actions associated with a
record, before it is eligible for destruction.

Sec. 2-545. - MUNICIPAL RECORDS DECLARED PUBLIC PROPERTY. All municipal
records as defined in Sec. 2-543 of this Article are hereby declared to be the property of
the City. No municipal official or employee has, by virtue of his or her position, any
personal or property right to such records even though he or she may have developed or
compiled them. The unauthorized destruction, removal from files, or use of such records
is prohibited.

Sec. 2-546. - POLICY. It is hereby declared to be the policy of the City to provide for
efficient, economical, and effective controls over the creation, distribution, organization,
maintenance, use, and disposition of all municipal records through a comprehensive
system of integrated procedures for their management from creation to ultimate
disposition, consistent with the requirements of the Texas Local Government Records Act
and accepted records management practice.

Sec. 2-547. - DESIGNATION OF RECORDS MANAGEMENT OFFICER. The City
Secretary, and the successive holders of said office, shall serve as Records Management
Officer for the City. As provided by state law, each successive holder of the office shall
file his or her name with the director and librarian of the Texas State Library within thirty
days of the initial designation or of taking up the office, as applicable.

Sec. 2-548. - RECORDS MANAGEMENT PLAN TO BE DEVELOPED; APPROVAL OF
PLAN; AUTHORITY OF PLAN. (a) The Records Management Officer shall develop a
records management plan for the City for submission to the City Council. The plan must
contain policies and procedures designed to reduce the costs and improve the efficiency
of recordkeeping, to adequately protect the essential records of the municipality, and to
properly preserve those records of the municipality that are of historical value. The plan
must be designed to enable the Records Management Officer to carry out his or her duties
prescribed by state law and this Article effectively.

(b) Once approved by the City Council, the records management plan shall be
binding on all offices, departments, divisions, programs, commissions, bureaus, boards,
committees, or similar entities of the City and records shall be created, maintained,
stored, microfilmed, or disposed of in accordance with the plan.

(c) State law relating to the duties, other responsibilities, or recordkeeping
requirements of a department head do not exempt the department head or the records in
the department head’s care from the application of this Article and the records
management plan adopted under it and may not be used by the department head as a
basis for refusal to participate in the records management program of the City.
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Sec. 2-549. - DUTIES OF RECORDS MANAGEMENT OFFICER. In addition to other
duties assigned in this Article, the Records Management Officer shall:

(1) administer the records management program and provide assistance to
department heads in its implementation;

(2) plan, formulate, and prescribe records disposition policies, systems, standards,
and procedures;

(3) in cooperation with department heads identify essential records and establish
a disaster plan for each municipal office and department to ensure maximum availability
of the records in order to re-establish operations quickly and with minimum disruption and
expense;

(4) develop procedures to ensure the permanent preservation of the historically
valuable records of the city;

(5) establish standards for filing and storage equipment and for recordkeeping
supplies;

(6) study the feasibility of and, if appropriate, establish a uniform filing system and
a forms design and control system for the City;

(7) monitor records retention schedules and administrative rules issued by the
Texas State Library and Archives Commission to determine if the records management
program and the municipality’s records control schedules are in compliance with state
regulations;

(8) disseminate to the City Council and department heads information concerning
state laws and administrative rules relating to local government records;

(9) ensure that the maintenance, preservation, microfilming, destruction, or other
disposition of the records of the City are carried out in accordance with the policies and
procedures of the records management program and the requirements of state law;

(10) maintain records on the volume of records destroyed under approved records
control schedules or through records destruction authorization requests, the volume of
records microfilmed or stored electronically, and the estimated cost and space savings
as the result of such disposal or disposition;

(11) report annually to the City Council on the implementation of the records

management plan in each department of the City, including summaries of the statistical
and fiscal data compiled under Subsection (10); and
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(12) bring to the attention of the City Manager non-compliance by department
heads or other municipal personnel with the policies and procedures of the records
management program or the Local Government Records Act.

Sec. 2-550. - DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF DEPARTMENT HEADS. In addition
to other duties assigned in this Article, department heads shall:

(1) cooperate with the Records Management Officer in carrying out the policies
and procedures established in the City for the efficient and economical management of
records and in carrying out the requirements of this Article;

(2) adequately document the transaction of government business and the
services, programs, and duties for which the department head and his or her staff are
responsible; and

(3) maintain the records in his or her care and carry out their preservation,
microfilming, destruction, or other disposition only in accordance with the policies and
procedures of the records management program of the City and the requirements of this
Article.

Sec. 2-551. - RECORDS CONTROL SCHEDULES TO BE DEVELOPED; APPROVAL;
FILING WITH STATE. (a) The Records Management Officer, in cooperation with
department heads, shall prepare records control schedules on a department by
department basis listing all records series created or received by the department and the
retention period for each series. Records control schedules shall also contain such other
information regarding the disposition of municipal records as the records management
plan may require.

(b) Each records control schedule shall be monitored and amended as needed by
the Records Management Officer on a regular basis to ensure that it is in compliance with
records retention schedules issued by the state and that it continues to reflect the
recordkeeping procedures and needs of the department and the records management
program of the City.

(c) Before its adoption, a records control schedule or amended schedule for a
department must be approved by the department head and the City Council.

(d) Before its adoption, a records control schedule must be submitted to and
accepted for filing by the director and librarian as provided by state law. If a schedule is
not accepted for filing, the schedule shall be amended to make it acceptable for filing. The
Records Management Officer shall submit the records control schedules to the director
and librarian.

Sec. 2-552. - IMPLEMENTATION OF RECORDS CONTROL SCHEDULES;
DESTRUCTION OF RECORDS UNDER SCHEDULE. (a) A records control schedule
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for a department that has been approved and adopted under Section 2-551 shall be
implemented by department heads according to the policies and procedures of the
records management plan.

(b) A record whose retention period has expired on a records control schedule
shall be destroyed unless a public information request is pending on the record, the
subject matter of the record is pertinent to a pending law suit, or the department head
requests in writing to the Records Management Officer that the record be retained for an
additional period.

(c) Prior to the destruction of a record under an approved records control schedule,
authorization for the destruction must be obtained by the Records Management Officer
from the City Council.

Sec. 2-553. - DESTRUCTION OF UNSCHEDULED RECORDS. A record that has not yet
been listed on an approved records control schedule may be destroyed if its destruction
has been approved in the same manner as a record destroyed under an approved
schedule and the Records Management Officer has submitted to and received back from
the director and librarian an approved destruction authorization request.”

DIVISION 2. — PUBLIC INFORMATION
Sec. 2-575. — PUBLIC INFORMATION OFFICER.

(@) The City Manager is the officer for public information.

(b) The City Secretary is the primary agent of the officer for public information for
the purposes of complying with the Public Information Act.

(c) Each department head is also an agent of the officer for public information for
the purposes of complying with the Public Information Act.

Sec. 2-576. — VOLUNTARY DISCLOSURE OF CERTAIN INFORMATION.

(@) The Officer for Public Information may voluntarily make information available
to the public, unless the disclosure is expressly prohibited by law or the
information is confidential under law.

(b) Public information made available under Subsection (a) must be made
available to any person.

Sec. 2-577. — LIMITATIONS OF TIME EXPENDED ON CERTAIN REQUESTS

(@ Annual time limit. Pursuant to Texas Government Code section 552.275(a)
and (b), thirty-six (36) hours is the reasonable limit on the amount of time that personnel
of the city are required to spend producing public information for inspection or duplication
by a requestor, or providing copies of public information to a requestor in any given
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twelve-month period commencing on October 1st of each year, without recovering the
city's costs attributable to that personnel time.

(b)  Monthly time limit. Pursuant to Texas Government Code section 552.275(a)
and (b), fifteen (15) hours is the reasonable limit on the amount of time that personnel of
the city are required to spend producing public information for inspection or duplication
by a requestor, or providing copies of public information to a requestor in any given
monthly period commencing on the 1st date of each month, without recovering the city's
costs attributable to that personnel time.

(c) Records of time spent fulfilling requests. The records management officer
and/or designee shall be responsible for maintaining records of the cumulative amount of
personnel time spent complying with requests for public information from each individual
requestor.

(d)  Tracking time expended. each time the city complies with a request for
public information, the city shall provide the requestor with a written statement of the
amount of personnel time spent complying with that request and the cumulative amount
of time spent complying with requests for public information from that requestor during
the applicable monthly or yearly period.

(e) Charges for personnel time spent in excess of time limits. Notwithstanding
any provision of this section to the contrary, any requestor of public information will be
charged personnel costs in accordance with Texas Government Code section 552.275
for all time in excess of thirty-six (36) hours in any given twelve-month period commencing
on October 1st of each year or fifteen (15) hours in a given monthly period commencing
on the 1st date of each month, spent by personnel of the city in producing public
information for inspection or duplication by a requestor, or providing copies of public
information to a requestor. The records management officer shall be responsible for
providing all notices to the requestor as required by law, including written statements of
accrued time required by Texas Government Code section 552.275(d) and written
estimates of charges required by Texas Government Code section 552.275(e).

() “Requestor” defined. For purposes of this section, “requestor” shall have the
meaning set forth in Texas Government Code section 552.003(6).

Secs. 2-578—611. — Reserved.”

Section 2. Severability. In the event any clause, phrase, provision,
sentence or part of this Ordinance or the application of the same to any person or
circumstances shall for any reason be adjudged invalid or held unconstitutional by a court
of competent jurisdiction, it shall not affect, impair or invalidate this Ordinance as a whole
or any part or provision hereof other than the part declared to be invalid or
unconstitutional; and the City Council of the City of Fulshear, Texas declares that it would
have passed each and every part of the same notwithstanding the omission of any part
thus declared to be invalid or unconstitutional, or whether there be one or more parts.
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Section 3. Repeal. All other ordinances or parts of ordinances inconsistent
or in conflict herewith are, to the extent of such inconsistency or conflict, hereby repealed.

Section 4. Effective date. This Ordinance shall be effective and in full
force when published as required by law.
