V. BUSINESS 
A. CONSIDERATION and POSSIBLE ACTION to APPROVE PROPOSED PRELIMINARY 

SERVICE PLAN RELATING to the ANNEXATION of LAND LOCATED in the 
EXTRATERRITORIAL JURISDICTION of the CITY of FULSHEAR and SITUATED ALONG the 
LENGTH of FM 1093 CONSISTING of a 15.2-ACRE TRACT of LAND, a 18.2-ACRE TRACT of

Assistant City Attorney noted a typographical error on page 2 stating there should be a comma 
after the word “swimming pool” instead of a period.   There was also some discussion that this 
item should not be voted on until after Public Hearing No. 2.

C. CONSIDERATION and POSSIBLE ACTION to APPROVE PARTICIPATION in DPS RECORD 

MANAGEMENT SYSTEM GRANT PROGRAM 
 
City Administrator, C. J. Snipes, stated that the Fulshear Police Department would like a 
upgraded record system that is being used by most police officers.   Currently they have “Crime 
Star”.   The “EJustice Solutions, LLC” is used by most local police officers and the DPS 
(Department of Public Safety) officers.   This would allow access to all incident reporting and 
access web bases anywhere and further reduce limit for officers, and allow officers to submit 
cases electronically.   The cost would be about $35.00 per officer after the first year.   There was 
approximately a ten minute discussion among the Council Members.

Safety) record management system grant program.   It was seconded by Alderman Roberts.   The 
motion was carried by the following vote:

VI. WORKSHOP 

A. DISCUSSION and CONSIDERATION of 2011-2012 GENERAL and ENTERPRISE FUND 
BUDGETS 

Kristina Brasher, Finance Director, presented the proposed budget to City Council Members.   Elaine 

Brown, Municipal Court Clerk, presented her proposed budget to the Council too.   The Council members 

discussed the budget for about approximately two (2) hours.   The key points of the discussion were 

water and sewer budget, upgrade software for all departments, purchase a new police car, hire a office 

assistance for building and permits and that individual can also assist the City Administrator’s office.   It 

was also stated that we need to take a look at putting in a budget item for unemployment in case of a 

claim.   Michelle Kirchner, Building Inspector, expressed a need to upgrade her code booklets and to get 

computer system updated (on line) in order to speed up registration processes and allow builders to get 

permits on line instead of an office visit.   Ms. Kirchner stated all the builders were excited to hear this 

potential advancement in the City’s registration and permit process. 
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Ms. Brasher stated that uniforms has been added to equipment for all the maintenance department with 

necessary clothing and rain-gear to be able to act quickly in case of an emergency (such as hurricanes or 

windstorm we had about a week ago).   It was identified that the city needs to purchase its own chipper 

and this would save a great deal of expensive as we pay out $450 to Nexxus each time the dumpster in 

the back is full of tree limbs.  Also, some funds has been added to our travel and training budget. 

Mayor Kuykendall asked if there were any comments regarding the budget.   There was no response.  He 

requested each Council Member review the items discussed and another budget discussion will be set 

soon.
