EXECUTIVE SUMMARY
Fulshear Crossings, LLC. is proposing a zoning map amendment for an approximately 45.112-
acre tract of land on McKinnon Rd. The overall development will be partitioned into two
unique zoning districts. The eastern portion will accommodate the proposed flex office spaces
and will be appropriately zoned into the Industrial District. Likewise, the Western portion of the
development will consist of office condos and be zoned into the General Commercial District.
Additionally, the tract of land that could be potentially dedicated to the City of Fulshear will also
be zoned into the Industrial District. There is a proposed development agreement between
the city and the developer and is currently under review with this site plan attached as an
exhibit.

RECOMMENDATION
City staff recommends no action be taken at this time regarding the Fulshear Crossings LLC
Rezone Request

Dear Joshua,

I have the pleasure of representing Fulshear Crossings, LLC / McKinnon Interests, LLC, (the
“Developer”) regarding its proposed commercial / light industrial business park on
approximately 43.5 acres of property at McKinnon Road (the “Property”). In furtherance of that
effort, I submit the enclosed materials for consideration by City Staff and the Planning & Zoning
Commission at its upcoming Nov. 1* meeting.

Site Plan and Characteristics:

Enclosed is a revised site plan which reflects the changes to the original plan and points
discussed during our virtual due diligence meeting on Oct. 23™. In that vein, please note the
following summary of characteristics along with the enclosed Site Map for consideration.

e Total Development: 43.5 acres

e Proposed Office Condo: 14.2 acres (west half — Rezoned to General Commercial)
e Proposed Flex Office: 15.3 acres (east half — Rezoned to Light Industrial)

e Site Detention: 6.2 acres (based on entire site)

e C(City Parcel: 5.4 acres (Future Public Works Site)

(All acreage is approximate)

The west boundary of the Property is adjacent to the neighboring Estate Residential district and
will incorporate an appropriate landscape buffer. The Developer intends for private internal
streets to serve the project except for a shared access drive on the east side of the Property which
will be dedicated to the public, for City maintenance, and is intended to provide the City access
to its public works site on the southeast corner of the property.

Utilities:

Water and sewer utilities may be accessed from a connection across McKinnon Rd and within a
fifteen (15) foot utility easement extending along the length of a 2.830-acre tract from FM 1093

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to McKinnon Rd. Extending utilities from Bois D’Arc east to the Property may also be an option.
Cost will be a determinative factor. A copy of the referenced easement is enclosed for review.

City’s Parcel:

The City has requested the Developer dedicate a portion of its property intended for development
to the City for a future public works site, which could include a lay-down / storage yard and city
offices. The Developer has allocated approximately 5.4 acres (235,244 sq. ft.) to the City. The
Developer’s real estate advisor estimates the fair market value of the 43.5 acres to be $4.00/sq.ft.
At that value, the Developer initially estimates the fair market value of the City’s requested
parcel to be $940,976.

Public Notice:

The Developer posted the required notices at the Property, on each parcel, on Tuesday, October
15, 2024. Photos of the posting are enclosed with this submission.

Please note the above information is preliminary and subject to change and final approval by the
Developer. However, we believe the above information is a fair representation of the discussions

between the Developer and the City of Fulshear thus far.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY
MASTER FEE SCHEUDLE (11/19/24): The Planning Department is proposing the following update
to the City of Fulshear’s Master Fee Schedule to properly reflect permit costs aligned with neighboring
communities. Along with the permit fees, health and utility fees were also reviewed and updated. This
current proposal is based on both other municipality fees with a comparable population size and the true
cost that is incurred by the City to accomplish the tasks.

Health Fees: The Health Department reduced mobile food unit (food truck) fees from $420.00 to $200.00 as a
result of increased department efficiency. Additionally, permit fees based on employee count and childcare facilities
permit fees were reduced.

Civil Inspection Fees

State legislature has mandated that Cities will not charge percentage-based fees on infrastructure (1% fees). To
comply with this law, we amended the “1% fee” to a fee based on area size (lot and acreage) depending on type of
development - residential and commercial, respectively. Additionally, the civil plan review fee has been left at
$950.00, but now includes secondary reviews.

Utilities

As infrastructure pricing rises, the need to update the utility fee schedule is necessary. There has been a rise in the
cost of materials used in the field. Such materials to be considered include water meters, meter radios, meter boxes,
curb stops, installation equipment along with other necessary supplies. We have seen an increase in damage to
meters during the construction phase of new homes. Due to the high number of damaged meters that are replaced
by the city, it is imperative that we update the fees associated with repairing damaged meters.

The city currently collects a 10% penalty on late payments. In addition, there is a $10.00 notification letter charge.
In the event no form of contact is provided by a customer, we will charge a $30.00 delinquent notification door tag
which will be delivered by utility technicians. When the past due balance is not paid, by the due date stated on the
cutoff notice, services will be disconnected. The disconnect/reconnect fee is $154.00 during business hours and an
additional $177.00 to reconnect services after business hours.

Returned payment fees are charged by a bank when we receive an unpaid check, auto draft or credit card disputes.
The NSF fee will increase from $35.00 to $50.00 to cover the administrative costs associated with non-sufficient
funds.

Premise and Unit Safety Inspection

Multi-family dwellings (apartment complexes) need to be maintained to provide safe and habitable living spaces in
addition to ensuring high quality living standards. Therefore, the city is launching the Unit and Premise Safety
Initiative. This program includes the creation of a new policy, procedures and applications, implementing fees, and
proper training for the staff members conducting the inspections.

RECOMMENDATION
It is the recommendation of the city staff that the City Council approve the update to the
master fee schedule.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

Resolution 2024-647 written as proposed would change the time of the regular City Council meeting from 5:30
p.m. to 6:00 p.m.

Pursuant to Resolution 2023-593, from April 2023 to the present, the City Council has held its regular meetings on
the third Tuesday of each month at 5:30 p.m.

Prior to April 2023, it was customary for the City Council to hold a special meeting at 5:30 p.m. and a regular
meeting at 7:00 p.m. on the same day.

Recently, the City Council expressed an interest in revisiting the start time of its regular meetings, with a
potential shift from 5:30 p.m. to 6:00 p.m. This agenda item and the proposed resolution are a result of
discussions in previous City Council meetings, wherein City Council members indicated that both council
members and members of the public have recently highlighted and shared challenges in arriving at City
Hall by 5:30 p.m. due to traffic and work commitments. The Council is interested in exploring options that
could enhance public participation in City Council meetings.

WHEREAS, Section 3.09(a) of the City of Fulshear Home-Rule Charter states that the
“Mayor and the City Council shall meet on a regular monthly basis (regular meeting) at a time and
place determined by resolution of the City Council”; and

WHEREAS, Chapter 2, Article II, Division 2, of the Fulshear Code, Section 2-49(b) of
the City of Fulshear Code of Ordinances reads as follows: “(b) Regular meetings. The city council
shall meet on a regular monthly basis at the time and place determined by resolution of the city
council adopted in accordance with Section 3.09(a) of the Charter”; and

WHEREAS, the City Council previously adopted Resolution No. 2023-593, which
declared the time for regular meetings to be “5:30 p.m. on the third Tuesday of each month”; and

WHEREAS, the City Council desires to change the regular meeting time to the third
Tuesday of each month, to begin at 6:00 p.m.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
FULSHEAR, TEXAS:

Section 1. The time and place for the regular meeting of the City Council of the City of
Fulshear, Texas, shall be at 6:00 p.m. on the third Tuesday of each month, at the City of Fulshear
Municipal Complex located at 6611 W Cross Creek Bend Lane, Fulshear, Texas 77441.

Section 2. Notwithstanding the foregoing, if for any reason it is necessary or appropriate
for the City Council to hold its regular meeting at a time or place other than as described above,
then the City Council may hold its regular meeting at any other time or place for which notice is
given as required by the Texas Open Meetings Act, Chapter 551, Government Code, provided that
any absence of the Mayor or any Council Member at a regular meeting held at such other time or
place shall be deemed excused and a leave of absence for the same is hereby granted.

Section 3. Repeal. All other resolutions or parts of resolutions inconsistent or in conflict

herewith are, to the extent of such inconsistency or conflict, hereby repealed.
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Section 4. This Resolution shall become effective immediately upon its adoption.
