EXECUTIVE SUMMARY
This ordinance updates Chapter 38 of the City’s Code of Ordinances to clarify, reorganize, and
align local parking regulations with current state law, with a focus on commercial and large
vehicle/trailer activity. It establishes clear prohibitions on parking commercial and large
vehicles and trailers on residential streets, while preserving the ability for standard pickup
trucks, including dually configurations, to park in neighborhoods, and an exception for
landscape trailers that are engaged in work. City staff has received direct complaints from
residents, as well as feedback relayed through Council Members, regarding large trailers and
commercial vehicles obstructing portions of residential streets for extended periods ranging
from several hours to multiple days. This ordinance is intended to directly address and limit
those occurrences. Additional provisions ensure vehicles do not create unsafe conditions,
including maintaining minimum roadway clearance. The ordinance also ensures compliance
with state requirements for notice and reporting when vehicles are towed or impounded.
Violations are subject to fines per the ordinance.
 
If Council desires any edits, refinements, or additional clarifications, to the ordinance proposed
then staff is prepared to incorporate that direction and return with an updated version at a
future meeting.

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Fulshear, Texas, desires to protect the safety and 11

WHEREAS, to make the Code of Ordinances more accessible and understandable Chapter 38 of 14

SECTION 1. AMENDMENTS 21 

 22 

Section 38-97. Owner and operator responsible for illegal parking. 23 

 24 

It is unlawful for any person, having registered in their name or owning or operating or in charge of any 25 

vehicle, knowingly to allow or suffer or permit the vehicle to stop or be parked in any street in the city in 26 

violation of any provisions of this section or other ordinances of the city regulating the stopping or 27 

parking of vehicles. 28 

 29 

Section 38-98. Parking in residential districts. 30 

 31 

(a) It is unlawful to park any commercial vehicle, including but not limited to dump trucks, box 32 

trucks, flatbed trucks, similar vehicles designed for the transport of goods or equipment, or 33 

any trailer, semi-trailer, pole trailer, or house trailer on any residential street. This section 34 

shall not apply to pickup trucks, including dual rear wheel configurations, landscape trailers 35 

while parked for work, or other passenger vehicles not visibly equipped or modified for 36 

commercial purposes (including, without limitation, vehicles bearing commercial signage, 37 

permanently mounted equipment, or tool boxes used for commercial trade). For purposes of 38 

this section, “commercial vehicle” has the meaning set forth herein and is distinct from 39 

“Commercial Motor Vehicle” as defined in Sections 38-102 and 38-103 of this chapter. 40 

(b) A “residential district” is defined the same as a “Residence District” in section 541.102 of the 41 

Texas Transportation Code. 42

Section 38-99. Presumption of illegal parking by owner. 44 

 45 

When any person is charged with having parked a vehicle on any street in the city at a place on 46 

such street where parking of vehicles is prohibited, or with parking such vehicle on a street in a 47 

manner which violated the designated manner of parking a vehicle, or with parking such vehicle 48 

for a length of time in excess of that allowed in the space where such vehicle was parked, proof 49 
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that the vehicle was, at the date of the offense alleged, owned by the person charged with the 50 

offense constitutes prima facie evidence that the vehicle was parked at the place charged by the 51 

owner, but the owner has the right to introduce evidence to show that such vehicle was not parked 52 

by the owner as charged in the complaint. 53 

 54 

Section 38-100. When removal is required. 55 

 56 

(a) Removal. The police department may remove a vehicle from the streets, alleys, sidewalks and 57 

public ways of the city any time when, in the opinion of one of its peace officers, such vehicle 58 

constitutes a hazard or interferes with a normal function of the city, or by reason of any 59 

catastrophe, emergency or unusual circumstances, the safety of the vehicle is imperiled. 60 

(b) Notice of removal. Whenever an officer removes a vehicle from a street as authorized herein and 61 

the officer knows or is able to ascertain the name and address of the owner thereof, such officer 62 

will give or cause to be given notice in writing to such owner of the fact of such removal and the 63 

reasons therefore and of the place to which such vehicle has been removed. 64 

 65 

Whenever an officer removes a vehicle from a street as provided herein and does not know and is not able 66 

to ascertain the name of the owner, or for any other reason is unable to give the notice to the owner as 67 

hereinbefore provided, and in the event the vehicle is not returned to the owner within a period of three 68 

days, then the officer will send a written report of such removal by mail to the Texas Department of 69 

Transportation (TxDOT) as required by law and in accordance with the procedures set forth in Chapter 70 

683 of the Texas Transportation Code, and file a copy of such notice with the proprietor of any garage in 71 

which the vehicle may be placed. Such notice will include a complete description of the vehicle; the date, 72 

time and place from which removed; the reasons for such removal; and the name of the garage or place 73 

where the vehicle is stored. 74 

 75 

Section 38-101. Parking prohibited in certain places. 76 

 77 

(a) It is unlawful for a person to stop or park any vehicle upon a street in the city in such a manner or 78 

under such conditions as to leave available less than 12 feet of the width of the roadway for free 79 

movement of vehicular traffic; except that a driver may stop temporarily during the actual loading 80 

or unloading of passengers or merchandise; and except that a driver may stop or park a vehicle 81 

when necessary to avoid conflict with other traffic or when necessary in obedience to the 82 

directions of a police officer or official traffic-control device. 83 

(b) It is unlawful for a person to stop or park a “Commercial Motor Vehicle” upon any street in the 84 

city except for the purposes of loading and unloading or when such vehicle has broken down, has 85 

a flat tire or tires, or becomes out of repair or out of  fuel for its own propulsion to the extent that 86 

it cannot be propelled with its own power, then the necessary repairs can be made where such 87 

vehicle has been forced to stop, provided that such vehicle can be repaired within a period of two 88 

hours. The vehicle shall not be left unattended. In this section, “Commercial Motor Vehicle” 89 

means a vehicle as defined by section 522.003 of the Texas Transportation Code. 90

SECTION 2. SEVERABILITY 94 

 95 

That the provisions of this ordinance are severable and the invalidity of any part of this ordinance will not 96 

affect the validity of the remainder of the ordinance. 97

SECTION 3. REPEAL 99 

 100 
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All ordinances or portions of ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby repealed to the extent of such 101 

conflict. 102 

 103 

SECTION 4. PENALTY 104 

 105 

That any person found guilty of violating this ordinance will be fined in an amount not to exceed Five 106 

Hundred Dollars ($500.00) for each offense. Notice of the enactment of this ordinance will be given by 107 

publishing the ordinance or its descriptive caption and penalty in the City’s official newspaper one time 108 

within 30 days of passage. 109

SECTION 5. EFFECTIVE DATE 111

This Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon its passage and publication as required by law. 113
